1. In verses 1—7 the author describes Jonathan’s role in defending his friend David to his father, King Saul.  Do you 
think that was a difficult thing to do?  What fears did Jonathan face?  What do you see in Jonathan’s character and 
actions that should be emulated?  In what context or to what person might you have a similar opportunity to 
emulate what Jonathan did?

2. In verses 11—17, David’s wife, Saul’s daughter Michal gets involved in protecting David.  What do you think of the 
means she used to save David from her father?  Are those the right means to use save a life?  Who did David credit 
with saving him? (see Psalm 59!) 

              
               
               
 

3. God clearly used many resourceful means to preserve David from many dangers, can you think of a time in your 
life when God used some unique means to bring about ‘deliverance’?  Spend some time thinking about the ways 
God has allowed you to experience the power of his deliverance and thank him for his faithfulness.
