When you read John 19:30, what have you focused upon in thinking about that amazing phrase, “It is
finished”? Besides the four areas highlighted in today’s message, what are other areas that could have
been addressed?

In what ways are we tempted to live as if the work of Christ is NOT finished? What are some
temptations that we face that undermine the reality of Christ’s finished work on the cross?

In thinking through the fact that Christ fulfilled all righteousness and the fact that all who are in Christ
are clothed in his perfect righteousness, then where does the motivation come from to live a holy life?
If he is our perfection then why don’t we live anyway we desire?

If someone were to ask you, “how does knowledge of the fact that Christ has ‘finished’ all of the work
of salvation affect your everyday life?” what would you say? In what way do you think you could grow
in this particular area?

Knowing that Christ has been our propitiation (he has satisfied God’s wrath), how should a Christian
view the wrath of God? Christ has suffered in our place and has satisfied God’s wrath, therefore should
we just not worry about it? Not think about it? Is there a danger in either ignoring God’s wrath or
focusing too much upon it?

As you look to the year ahead, do you have any goals as far as Bible reading? Do you have a plan? Do
you have a plan for prayer? If not, please take some time and think through these two important parts
of your spiritual life.
