2. If a friend of yours were to say, “I’m done helping people…all they do in return is hurt you and not appreciate what 
you’ve done for them…it isn’t worth it!”  How would you respond to them?  How would you motivate them to 
continue to love and serve people (assuming that you think they should still do so!) even though their acts of 
kindness are not appreciated?     

              
              
               
               
 

3. Read verses 23—31.  This is the longest speech in the Old Testament by an individual woman.  What stands out to 
you about what she says?  What is so amazing about it?  Is there anything to take away and implement into your 
own life?    

              
              
               
               
 

4. Read verses 32—35.  Whom does David give the credit to for the prevention of the slaughter of Nabal’s household?  
Is there any event in your life that comes to mind where, looking back, you see now that the hand of God was at 
work keeping you from a potential wrong course of action or sin?  How can you use the remembrance of that event 
to cause a greater trust in the Lord and his providential care over your life?
