If someone said that they find ‘their strength in the Lord’, what does that mean? How does that look like practically
in someone’s life?

In 30:7—8, David sought the Lord for guidance and in chapter 28 Saul sought a medium. Compare and contrast
‘David’ and ‘Saul’ in today’s world, meaning what does it look like in the life of the believer to seek the Lord and
what options does the world offer for guidance for those who reject the Lord?

David found himself in chapters 29 and 30 in some very difficult situations, how can we prepare ourselves today
for the unknown trials that lie ahead? Is it even possible to do so? Ifit is possible, then how?

These two chapters could also be used to learn leadership from David. What leadership principles do you see
David modeling in his life? Which of these principles could you grow in?

Jesus is our greatest example in all five of these particular areas. Pick one or two of them and describe how Jesus
lived it out in his life?
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
