There is a great temptation in these particular verses and that is to believe that in order to be saved we must ‘do’
what Jesus says and therefore we are saved by our own works. Is that what Jesus is teaching in this parable at the
end of the Sermon on the Mount? Why or why not? What would go against such an idea?

How do you in your own life work on ‘doing the words of Jesus’? How do you personally discern if you are
accomplishing the very thing Jesus calls us to here in these verses?

Read James 1:22—25. What is James’ message in these verses? What should the word of God do to a person according
to James? What is the temptation according to James as we would study the word of God?

[s it possible for someone to be a passionate hearer of the Word of God and yet not a doer? How do we guard
ourselves and one another from being such a person?

How can you encourage someone else with what you've learned and thought through today? In what way could
you hold someone accountable or have them hold you accountable?
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
