2) Forgiveness from God is without calculation (18:23—27)

3) Forgiveness towards your fellow man is without lists (18:28—30)

4) Lack of Forgiveness towards your fellow man is Unforgiveable by God (18:31—35)

context of chapter 18?7 What is Jesus addressing in chapter 18?7 How does this parable advance his point from the

beginning of the chapter?

Read Colossians 3:13. How are we to forgive others? Take a moment and describe the way the Lord has forgiven
you. How can you model at work and in your home that you possess a heart full of forgiveness and mercy? What

are some practical ways you can demonstrate God’s heart of forgiveness?

Why is it so difficult for us to forgive other people? When I am choosing not to forgive someone, where is my focus? If
someone said to you that they simple ‘can’t’ forgive someone, how would you respond? How would you encourage

them or warn them?

How can you encourage someone else with what you've learned and thought through today? In what way could

you hold someone accountable or have them hold you accountable?
