Living Out Radical, Incomprehensible Mercy 

 
 

1) Radical, incomprehensible mercy is what the Bible has always commanded (25—29) 
 
 
 

2) Radical, incomprehensible mercy is easily avoided for good reasons (30—32) 
 
 
 

3) Radical, incomprehensible mercy is demonstrated by (33—35): 
 

a. A willingness to notice the needs of others  
 
 

b. A willingness to be vulnerable  
 
 

c. A willingness to sacrifice status  
 
 

d. A willingness to be with someone who is hurting  
 
 

e. A willingness to sacrifice possessions  
 
 

f. A willingness to be inconvenienced  
 
 

g. A willingness to sacrifice time  
 
 

h. A willingness to sacrifice money  
 
 

i. A willingness to go the distance with someone in difficulty 
 
 

j. A willingness to sacrifice reciprocity 
 
 

4) Radical, incomprehensible mercy has no boundaries (36) 
 
 
 

5) Radical, incomprehensible mercy is not optional for the Christian (37)
