2) The Declaration of Freedom is powerful...look presently at the broken power of sin (26:28b)

3) The Declaration of Freedom is hopeful...look forward to the promised banquet (26:29—30)



GBC Application Questions

Grace Bible Church desires that you respond to this sermon by believing the gospel, obeying the Savior,
and discipling the world for the glory of God. Thoughtfully writing out the answers to these questions
and praying through the issues will help you further meditate upon God’s Word in order to see how this
can be done.

Read Matthew 26:26—30. What are some observations about this particular night? What do you think the
disciples were anticipating this particular night? When do you think the disciples really understood the
significance of what was taking place on this particular night?

What is the significance of Jesus commemorating his death and not other parts of the incarnation such as his birth,
his life, or his miracles? Why is his death so important that it should be commemorated for at least several
thousand years?

If someone were to say to you that the communion bread and the wine literally become the body and blood of Jesus
and they point to these verses and say, “See, that is exactly what Jesus said,” how would you respond to them?
How would you explain that the bread and the wine are NOT really the body of Jesus?

Like anything that is done repetitively, how do you keep communion fresh and significant? How can you keep it from
becoming rote? How should one approach the communion table?

How can you encourage someone else with what you've learned and thought through today? In what way could
you hold someone accountable or have them hold you accountable?
