How
could your small group begin initially to practice that characteristic?

If someone were to say to you that they don’t really need the church because they are already saved, how would
you respond? Is the local church important to the life of the believer? What is important about it?

How can you personally live out more of a passion and dedication for the local church and for those who make up
the church? Where are you actively and regularly involved and serving? How are you contributing in your small
group? After thinking through this question, what is the next step to becoming more involved in the lives of
people?

How can you encourage someone else with what you've learned and thought through today? In what way could
you hold someone accountable or have them hold you accountable?
